We are delighted with the response 
of the local community to the 
strength training sessions which 
are being held in the temporary 
Marysville Community Health Cen-
tre in Buxton. The program started 
on Tuesday 14th of July with a fabu-
lous turn out of 24 participants. The 
strength program is a graduated 
resistance training program utilising 
dumbbells, weight cuffs and balls 
which were kindly donated by Aus-
tralian Barbell Company. 
 

The five week program led by a 
physiotherapist is designed to fa-
miliarise people with exercise tech-
niques and appropriate weight se-
lection. After this five week period 
the classes will continue to run on 
Tuesday and Thursday mornings at 
10am and will be led by an allied 
health assistant.

$50,000 going towards the Alexan-
dra Community Kitchen and Garden. 
Ben Hardman, MP for Seymour, an-
nounced this figure to support eco-
nomic, social and cultural benefits 
for the community last week. 
 
This coming weekend shows a lot of 
activity in Kinglake – with the official 
opening of the Kinglake Bendigo 
Bank on Saturday at 10-30am – at 
the Memorial Oval. The branch itself 
is at 1 Glenburn Road, but the free 
sausage sizzle will be at the Oval. 
The whole day at the oval is full of 
fun – all courtesy of Bendigo. We 
thank again and welcome them into 
Kinglake. Come and enjoy. 
 
Last Sunday – in Flowerdale – we 
attended a Plant-a-tree event, a 
Community Market – a days with 
“Involve the Kids” and a “Future of 
Flowerdale Workshop” community 
event. A great day – and our sincere 
thanks to all the organisers – as al-
ways, the community of Flowerdale 
continue to show their determination 
and dedication to the future. 
 
While we all are replanting and 
revegetating our gardens after the 
fires, it’s always worth a thought to 
keep in mind just what will work (or 
won’t) in your gardens. Replanting 
plants like pepper tree or prickly pear 
may look good short term, but long 
term won’t do anyone any favours. 
We can only suggest you ask at your 
local nursery to find out what suits 
your area. There are quite a few 
plants that don’t belong in our area – 
and prudence will help in the long 
term. 
 
The new Goulburn Broken Catch-
ment Management Authority was an-
nounced last week – and I am hon-
oured to be maintained on that 
board. I will continue to strive to find 
the balance of the environment and 
the community. We all strive to find 
the balance that is required. 
 
Free portable toilets and showers 
are now available to fire affected 
residents living on their property 
while they rebuilt. Funded initially by 
VBRAA – there are conditions that 
will be applied – but we encourage

If your old “blue form” has gone past 
its use by date, we are happy to ad-
vise that DHS are reissuing all 
cards to all affected households. 
They will be sent automatically in 
coming days – and it will also in-
clude many helpful phone numbers.

I cannot also let this week pass 
without thanking again the contribu-
tors behind the BUSH TO BEACH 
retreat for the shire’s ladies last 
week – an extraordinary weekend 
was had – and the response I have 
had directly has been astounding.
