General Notes - The Rebuild

Last mapping of buildings occurred on August 12th 2010. 
87 houses have reached at least foundation stage.

The new primary school opened for classes on April 12. 

About 15 retail businesses are back up and functioning. 
The business are located in two main areas. 
The Village Walk and the Car Museum Site (Marysville 
Central). Two real estate agents, hairdressor, Country 
Touch, Fragas, a supermarket,  My Chef Mike, The 
Bendigo Bank,The caravan park is operating, the Lolly
shop is in a shipping container. 
Bruno's Sculpture Garden is open. 
Police have relocated to Buxton. 
105 people are living in the temporary village 1km
north of Marysville towards Buxton.
There is about 82 people living in Marysville town 
permanently now (this is a guess).

Some of the key buildings that survived
include: The Bakery, the Crossways, 
Tower Motel & Delderfield  B & B, parts 
of CFA/SES & DSE buildings.

On the 31st of July Copies of the FInal Report of the
Royal Commission arrived in Marysville. Public
consulation happened on the 8th August.
Another three shops in The Village Walk are being
refurbished.
The Marysville Rebuilding Advisory & Community
Facility will have an official opening on the 14th August.
In late July the first sod was turned on Marysville
Health and Community Facility.
Steavenosn Falls is due to open to public vehicles
in early September for the first since the fires.
18 fire damaged trees in the main steet are due to
be removed commencing this month.
